The
student must be certain of admission to an institution of 
higher learning and the award is based on scholastic 
achievement, good character, and responsible citizenship.

Recipient must be a high school graduate, and a 
Needham resident.  After awardees are selected, a letter 
is sent to them explaining the scholarship rules.

Based on 
financial need. Money is sent directly to school, not to 
student.  The award amount and number of awards given
annually can vary.

Scholarship

A four-year scholarship awarded to one outstanding NHS
graduating senior, who has overcome financial, racial, 
ethnic, language or other obstacles.  Criteria include: (1) 
outstanding academic achievement; (2) a commitment to 
learning and community service; (3) enthusiastic 
participation in athletics, and (4) financial need.  
Applicants must be citizens or permanent residents of the
United States, and will be required to complete NHS’s 
scholarship application form. The scholarship recipient 
must be admitted for full-time study to a nationally 
accredited four-year college.   This scholarship is a four-
year scholarship (paying $2,000 per year), and may be 
used to pay tuition, room, board or other educational 
expenses.

Four Needham Rotary Club 
Scholarship

Awarded to four high school seniors who either attend 
NHS or who live in Needham and attend high school 
elsewhere, and who have been accepted to college.  
Scholarships are awarded based on a review of the 
following criteria: (1) degree of need of financial 
assistance, (2) evidence of excellent character and 
personality, (3) evidence of scholastic ability to complete 
education at a college of choice, and (4) record showing 
promise of developing into a well-rounded citizen.  Each 
scholarship is distributed directly to the college as $2000 
per year (upon successful completion of the previous year)
for up to four years.  The winners of these scholarships 
are invited to attend with their parents and will be honored
at the Rotary Club meeting on Tuesday after graduation.
